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Archivists’ ToolkitTM (www.archiviststoolkit.org)
The Archivists’ Toolkit™, or the AT, is the first open source archival data management system to provide broad, integrated support for the management of archives. It is intended for a wide range of archival repositories. The main goals of the AT are to support archival processing and production of access instruments, promote data standardization, increase processing efficiency, and lower training costs.

Currently, the application supports accessioning and describing archival materials; establishing names and subjects associated with archival materials, including the names of donors; managing locations for the materials; and exporting EAD finding aids, MARCXML records, and METS, MODS and Dublin Core records for digital assets. Recently added functionality includes support for assessing materials (accessions, processed materials, and digital objects) and description of digital objects independent of other materials such as archival collections.

Understanding the Toolkit Architecture 
The Archivists’ Toolkit requires both a client and database to function. The client is installed on your work computer; the database can be installed on either a networked server or locally on your work computer. The client provides the interface that you interact with, and the database stores the data you create.  
Recently (AT 2.0, update 9), support was added for an internal database option. The internal database allows users to use the AT application without having to install an external backend database.
